Since its foundation in 1991, it has been
dedicated to the professional training of the
most talented young people and to bringing
music to all audiences. It has established
itself as one of the best in Europe, with wide
international recognition.

Since 2017, the School has been organising
the Young Artists Summer Camp, with the
aim of extending its academic offer to
children and young people from 8 to 18
years old, in the month of July.

In 2025, the programme will take place from
29 June to 3 August.

The Sony Auditorium of the School is a reference space, with a capacity of 350 seats, where great music artists of our time
have performed.

In this magnificent space, the Summer Camp participants will hold classes and rehearsals and will perform on Saturday in
their final concert.
